LOCATION:                City park locations determined by Crime Prevention Officers
GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  
Arrange for own transportation to designated park to distribute Crime Prevention brochures targeted in the prevention of Burglary of Motor Vehicle Crimes.    
RESPONSIBILITIES:  


1. Greet park users and distribute brochures to help combat motor vehicle break-ins
2. Keep eyes out for any suspicious activity and report to the police
3. Give information on how to prevent BMV’s by removing valuables from your vehicle

2 hours a week; during daytime hours, any day of the week. You must stay in teams of 2 and ALWAYS have a charged cell phone with you.
